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Sure Start is slowly emerging in the town of Berkhamsted as the Government roles out
the third phase of this programme. Many of you may be aware of this national under 5
strategy which aims to centralise services to the under 5s and young families. As yet
we do not physically have a children’s centre building but once this is established
services will become centralised. The centre will act as a one stop shop offering
services, advice, links and contacts to community services such as childminders,
toddler groups, pre schools and nurseries as well as providing focused provision to

meet the needs of the community.

We soon hope to launch a Dads and Toddlers group which will run on Saturday
mornings as well as re-establish the towns Toy Library which will be mobile - offering
stay and play sessions in various locations after which toys can be rented / returned as
appropriate. We also have plans for 1% aid courses, cooking for toddlers and parent
networking to ensure that our community gives the best possible start its young people.
