�x The Soccer Camp will concentrate on improving a player’s skills and ball 

techniques whilst emphasising the fun and enjoyment of small -sided football, 
with players taking part in the Skills ‘n’ Drills, Mini Tournaments, Penalty Shoot 
Out and Crossbar Challenge.  

�x Coaches will also focus on the importance of discipline within the game of 
football, respect and fair play.  

�x All players will receive an Attendanc e Certificate on completion of the Soccer 
Camp and other awards may also be presented at this time.

Sport )  are committed to providing a safe learning environment.  

�x All players should arrive appropriately dressed for the session and equipped with 
non metal studded football boots/astro boots/trainers, shin guards, war m 
clothing, rain jacket, drinks (i.e. water, squash - not  fizzy), a packed lunch and a 
snack.  

�x All players should have adequate drinks  for the duration of the Soccer Camp  and 
regular breaks will be given.  

�x Shin guards are a vital piece of equipment and any p layer, who does not have 
them,  will not be allowed to participate in the sessions.  

�x Whilst in our care, all players will be fully supervised.  However as football is a 
contact sport, the occasional injury may occur through no negligence of the 
coaches.  

�x Prom pt arrival for the session is required and the player’s conduct is paramount. 
Players must inform the coach should he/she be taking any kind of medication 
and ensure that, where required, they have it available during the session - 
confidentiality will be observed at all times.  

�x Fees must be paid in full prior to the Soccer Camp starting -  refunds cannot be 
made in the event of bad weather, where we are notified of a cancellation prior to 
the start date or once the Soccer Camp h as started.
