WHAT ARE EXTENDED SCHOOLS

Extended Schools provide access to a range of services and activities, often beyond the school
day, to meet the needs of their pupils, parents and the wider community. You will be able to
access these services at any school in the area.

The Government has set out a ‘core offer’ of Extended services that it wants all children and
their families to be able to access through schools by 2010:

) CHILDCARE- access to affordable childcare before and after the school day and during

the holidays

) VARIED MENU OF ACTIVITIES- all schools to offer a range of activities for pupils

outside of teaching time.

. SWIFTER AND EASIER ACCESS- we are working towards making the process of
attaining specialist services easier, for those children and families who need it.

) COMMUNITY ACCESS- school's facilities are available for community use, where
appropriate, and information is available on adult learning opportunities

. PARENTING SUPPORT- access to parenting classes and family learning opportunities
