HOW CAN WE HELP? 
 

The More 4 U @ St Albans South Extended Schools Consortium is part of a pilot scheme that has been given Government 

backing from Summer 2009 to ensure that children and young people from the most disadvantaged backgrounds and those 

in care can participate in extra out-of-hours tuition and after school clubs. 
 

Over the next few years all Schools in Hertfordshire and across England will have a share of this funding and The St Albans 

South Consortium will be the initial beneficiary from the Government grant in this area. 

The main objective of the pilot project is to ensure that children take part in activities and that their parents are also fully 

involved. It also aims to offer attractive and relevant activities to encourage increased and sustained participation. 
 

This funding will help Schools to commission a range of exciting activities, outside of School hours which will enrich our 

Communities and give all youngsters a chance to become involved in activities which they normally would not be able to 

pay for.
