Bookings must be made by telephoning the booking line of the relevant consortium with responsibility for the activity 
(eg for Gymanistics on Tues 31 May ring the booking line for HarpendenPlus). Booking lines open at 9.30am on Monday
09 May, answerphone messages before this time will be ignored. No bookings will be taken unless a telephone
reservation has been made and places will be allocated on a strictly ‘first come, first served’ basis. Once a reservation has
been accepted, your place will only be secured on receipt of a completed booking form and payment sent to the
relevant consortium overleaf. Places will be held for only five working days and will be confirmed by telephone
You may need to book with more than one consortium. You can download additional forms from the websites listed or
from your school office. A limited number of assisted places maybe available for those eligible for Extended
Opportunities funding - please contact your Extended Schools Co-ordinator (ESCo). All places must be booked before
Friday 20 May. Cancellations after 20 May will not be refunded except in exceptional circumstances
Please ensure children participating in an all day activity bring a packed lunch, a snack and drinks.

Please do not arrive more than 15 minutes before the start of the activity and collect your child promptly
